	Building Background: Links to Experience & Learning:

· Post graffiti charts with a state name from each U.S. region (i.e. California, Arizona, Wisconsin, New York, Florida)
· Have students record anything they know about the states or descriptions of the states

· Review posters as a class
	Building Background: Key Vocabulary Activities:

· Have students predict definitions

· Define key vocabulary
· Ask for volunteers to highlight any human or natural features on the graffiti charts.

	Presentation: Lesson Delivery:

SMART Board Page 3
· Explain that the United States is divided into 5 regions

· Ask volunteers to move labels to the correct regions

· Ask students if there are any words they would use to describe each region. Record these on the map.

SMART Board Page 4

· Each person must make 5 mini-books

SMART Board Page 5

· Divide the class into groups and have each member of the group take on a job.

· As a group read the section about their region from Discovering Arizona.

· As a group each person will create a mini-book with key information about their region.

· After about 15 minutes (or enough time to finish the mini-book) have groups switch regions.

· At the end every person will have a mini-book about each region.
	Practice/Application: Activities:

· Play "Four" (actually five) corners with the region names.

· Post new graffiti charts with a U.S. region on each

· Have students record information they have learned about each region.
